Birmingham, Ala. - Led by host school Arkansas Tech, the Gulf South Conference will have three teams vying for a spot in
the Elite 8 when the women’s South Regional begins on Friday in Russellville, Ark.

GSC West Division co-champion Delta State and East Division winner Valdosta State joined the Golden Suns in
securing berths in the NCAA Tournament. ATU earned the league’s automatic berth by defeating DSU in a thrilling, double
overtime conference championship game on Sunday. Tech, 28-2 overall and winners of five straight, is the No. 1 seed and
will face Southern Intercollegiate Athletic Conference champion Benedict (21-8), the No. 8 seed. The winner of this contest
will take on the winner between No. 4 seed Tampa and No. 5 seed Barry.

The Lady Statesmen (25-3), which lost two of its games this season to Arkansas Tech, are the No. 2 seed and draw
No. 7 seed Lynn (19-10), winner of the Sunshine State Conference postseason tournament. The Lady Blazers (19-8) also
drew an at-large bid after having its 15-game winning streak snapped in the GSC Tournament semifinals. They are the No. 6
seed and will take on No. 3 seed Fort Valley State (26-2), the SIAC regular season champion who had an 11-game winning
streak snapped in its conference tournament. The winner of these two contests will face-off in the Regional semifinals on
Sunday.

Arkansas Tech is also hosting the men’s South Regional and adjusted the schedule so the school could host both
tournaments. ATU is just the second school out of the GSC to win both the men’s and women’s titles in the same year,
joining Delta State - which last accomplished the feat in 2006. The only other institution to host both Regionals in the same
year was The College of St. Rose in 1998 (the men won the regional, the women did not).

All games will be played at Tucker Coliseum, with the first round taking place on Friday, Mar. 12. Delta State will
open against Lynn at 1:30 p.m., followed by Valdosta State-Fort Valley State at 4 p.m. The Arkansas Tech-Benedict game
will tip-off at 6:30 p.m. The semifinals are set for Sunday at 1 and 3:30 p.m. and the Regional championship game is slated
for Tuesday, Mar. 16 at 5:30 p.m.

ARKANSAS TECH 75, DELTA STATE 73 (2OT)

Arkansas Tech outlasted West Division rival Delta State in double overtime, 75-73, to capture the 2010 GSC Women’s Basketball Title. The
squads battled in the first-ever, double-overtime Championship Game, in a defensive battle headlined by 13 lead changes and 55 turnovers.  ATU led
31-30 at halftime and the Golden Suns pulled out to a six-point edge with 14:07 remaining in the second frame.  Arkansas Tech seemed to be in the
driver’s seat with 2:43, but DSU sent the game into extra time as guard Bug Cooper hit one of two free throws with two seconds on the clock.

Delta State led by five on two separate occasions in the first overtime, but Arkansas Tech closed the final 1:34 with five unanswered points.
The squads combined for just 12 points in the second overtime, as Jessica Weatherford netted the eventual game-winning basket at 2:15.

Arkansas Tech claimed his third GSC Championship, first since 2003 and also snapped Delta State’s streak of four straight crowns.  ATU
also earned the automatic bid to the NCAA Tournament, while DSU also earned a post-season invite. Natalia Santos scored 28 points and grabbed
15 rebounds to earn Most Outstanding Player honors for the Golden Suns. Veronica Walker had 25 points and 19 boards for the Lady Statesmen.

SEMIFINALS - SATURDAY, MARCH 6

ARKANSAS TECH 68, HARDING 45

ATU collected its third win over HU this year, pulling away from the Lady Bisons late in the first half.  The contest was tied, 14-14, at 11:40,
but the Golden Suns built at 13-point edge at 4:20 via an 11-2 run.  HU did not give up, cutting the deficit to seven at intermission and then five with 18
minutes left in the game.  Arkansas Tech took advantage of a six-minute scoreless drought by HU, grabbing a 14-point lead at 8:49 and never looked
back.  ATU shot just 37.3 percent from the field, while Harding shot at a 26.3 clip.  Forward Jessica Weatherford scored a game-high 19 points,
while forward Natalia Santos recorded a double-double (15 points, 12 rebounds).

DELTA STATE 72, VALDOSTA STATE 60
Four-time defending league champion DSU notched its second win over VSU this season, advancing to its fifth consecutive Final.  The Lady

Statesmen took its first lead at 17:28 in the first half and never looked back, fighting off numerous Blazers’ surges en route to a 39-25 halftime
advantage.  Valdosta State put a scare into the Lady Statesmen, snipping the lead to six with 3:35 left to play, but Delta State righted the ship the rest
of the way.  DSU forward Veronica Walker led all players with 25 points and 10 rebounds, while guard Bug Cooper added 15 points and nine
assists. Amanda Haven and Brittany Daniels each had 16 points to lead the Lady Blazers.

QUARTERFINALS - THURSDAY, MARCH 4

VALDOSTA STATE 64, CHRISTIAN BROTHERS 49

VSU never trailed versus the Lady Bucs, posting the game’s first points via guard Sczeny Harty’s two-point basket at 16:05 before stretching the
edge to as many as 17 points with 49 seconds left in the half.  CBU did not give up in the second half, cutting its deficit to eight points on a pair of free
throws by guard Tameka Wooten at 7:59, only to see the Lady Blazers ice the win with a 6-0 run and a 5-0 run.  Valdosta State earned key
contributions off the bench from center Brittany Daniels (team-high 18 points) and guard Sierra Nixon (13 points).  VSU advanced to its fourth
straight Semi-Final, 15th overall. Sheena Dubose had a game-high 21 points to lead the Lady Bucs.

ARKANSAS TECH 87, WEST FLORIDA 64

West Florida put a scare into Golden Suns in the second game of the day, leading the majority of the first half until ATU brought a three-point lead into
the locker room.  West Florida led by seven points at 16:05 and held on to a four-point edge with 2:23 on the clock, but the Golden Suns closed the
half with seven unanswered points.  UWF tied matters to open the second frame, but the rest of the contest was dominated by Arkansas Tech, which
led by as many as 28 points.  ATU forward Natalia Santos led all players with 28 points on 11-of-15 shooting, while forward Jessica Weatherford
added 18 points. Amy Drake scored 20 points and Tiffany Williams added 10 for the Argonauts.

HARDING 73, NORTH ALABAMA 66

Harding and North Alabama locked horns for the third time this season in the rubber match versus the schools.  The Lady Bisons used hot shooting
efforts to prevail over the Lions in a game highlighted by seven lead changes.  Harding led throughout the first half, but North Alabama tied the contest,
24-24, at 7:27.  HU took charge rest of the half, bringing a 39-31 lead at the break.  The Lady Bisons stormed out to a 12-point lead at 17:15 in the
second stanza, but the Lions knotted the score, 43-43, at 13:42.  Harding retook a double-digit lead at 5;36 and held on down the stretch by holding
UNA to just two points in the final 2:26.  HU advanced to its first-ever GSC Semi-Final, led by a career-high 31 points by forward Stacey Owens.  UNA
was led by reserve Sanqueeta Meardith’s 14 points.

DELTA STATE 85, WEST ALABAMA 57

Delta State doused the chances of another upset, posting its second win of the season over UWA.  The Tigers hung tough versus the Lady
Statesmen in the first half, trimming a 14-point deficit to just four with 6:10 on the clock, but Delta State stretched the halftime score to 32-25 at
intermission.  DSU owned the second half, using a 14-4 run during the first four minutes of action, and guard Moe Bell capped the game with her
10th three-pointer of the night with four seconds on the clock.  Bell led all players with a career-high 33 points behind a 10-for-14 effort from
three-point range and Veronica Walker added 26 points and five steals.  Bell set the school record for three-pointers in a game which was also
tied for second in league history.  Guard Bug Cooper’s 15 assists was tied for third-most in GSC history. Latashia Greer and Keiara
Middleton each had 14 points for West Alabama.
